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Agreement on Presentation for Mid-term Progress Review of Research
for the Doctoral Program, Graduate School of
Obihiro University of Agriculture and Veterinary Medicine

December 14, 2009
Graduate School Education Meeting

(Objective)

Every doctoral candidate is required to make a presentation for mid-term progress review of research
(hereinafter, “mid-term presentation”) on the doctoral dissertation as part of the requirements for a doctorate in
Animal and Food Hygiene from the Graduate School. It is the responsibility of the candidate's laboratory to
have each candidate report on the topic, research approach, structure and expected conclusions of the
dissertation, and to provide appropriate advice and instruction. This mid-term presentation aims at helping the
student to carefully work out plans for a dissertation of high quality.

(Timing of Mid-term Presentation)
1 In principle, the mid-term presentation shall be made in the 2nd semester of the second year, except for
students to which clauses 2 and 3 apply.

(Timing of Mid-term Presentation for a student who wishes early completion)

2 The mid-term presentation for a student who wishes early completion shall be made at when the
“Application for Early Completion” is submitted. (This does not apply to students who wish to complete the
Doctoral Program in 2 years and 6 months.)

(Timing of Mid-term Presentation for extended registration students)
3 The mid-term presentation for an extended registration student shall be made in the semester 1 year before
the student is to complete the Doctoral Program.

(Person responsible for Mid-term Presentation)
4 Main advisors of doctoral candidates shall be responsible for conducting the mid-term presentation of the
students under their supervision.

(Date and Place of Mid-term Presentation)

5 The responsible faculty members shall evaluate the progress of the research of each doctoral candidate
under their supervision, and shall obtain the consent of all others involved as to the date of the mid-term
presentation before deciding on a date and place.

(Attendance of Mid-term Presentation)

6 In principle, the main, first and second advisors of the doctoral candidate making the mid-term presentation
and every full-time instructor involved shall attend the mid-term presentation.

(Report to the President)

7 The person responsible for the presentation shall report to the President of the University about the date
and place of each mid-term presentation immediately after deciding on them and shall submit a written report
on the presentation, using the form specified elsewhere, to the President immediately after the presentation.
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
