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Those who are excellent in both academics and personal character, and will be
able to improve their student life with the activity by experiences.
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Those who are able to post information about their experiences in Hokkaido, etc. to
social media targeted at students in their countries more than 2 times a month
between October and February.
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Those who are willing to keep the interaction with Hokkaido even after graduation
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If you meet the above requirements, please submit the “Application Form
(see attachment)" directly to the international student affairs division at
universities.

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Post contents should include school life, residences, restaurants, shopping,
club activities, spare times, events, etc. -- Posting about things that make your
friends or students in your country want to choose Hokkaido as a study-abroad
destination is advisable.

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We expect cooperation in events such as cross-cultural exchange, mutual and
international understanding programs held by municipalities, etc.
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We may also ask for your participation in international exchange programs, survey,
disaster drills, etc., hosted by HIECC.
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In addition to the above, international student ambassadors are also expected to
participate in other programs, as requested by other organizations.
