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This class is for the international students who want to start learning Japanese language for the
first time or to relearn it from the beginning. Students will learn the basic grammar and vocabulary
by using commonly used expressions in daily life, and master reading, writing, and typing in

hiragana, katakana, and some easy kanji.
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Can understand and use familiar everyday expressions and very basic phrases and have simple
conversations slowly.

Can introduce him/herself and others, ask and answer questions about basic personal matters.

[Can-do: Can give a simple self-introduction.
Can ask and answer questions about your name and country.
Can write your name and country.]
Lesson 4 | live in Tokyo.
[Can-do: Can understand when you're introduced a family.
Can ask and answer about where you live and your age.]
Lesson b | like udon.

[Can-do: Can answer questions about foods you like and dislike.




Can ask and answer about what you eat for breakfast.]

Lesson 6 I'd like a cheeseburger, please.

[Can-do: Can order food and ask for what you need at a restaurant.]

Lesson 7 There are four rooms.

[Can-do: Can understand explanations about a house or rooms,

and ask simple questions.]

Lesson 8 Where is Yamada-san?

[Can-do: Can ask and answer about where someone or something is.]

Lesson 9 Lunch is from noon to 1 o’clock.

[Cam-do: Can understand a simple explanation of a daily schedule
and ask simple questions.]

Lesson 10 Please lend me the stapler.

[Can-do: Can understand simple instructions at work and confirm the

important points.

Can ask someone to lend you something at work.]

Lesson 11 What kind of manga do you like?

[Can-do: Can ask and answer questions about your hobbies and

what you do when your days off.]

Lesson 12 Do you want to go for a drink together?

[Can-do: Can understand an event notice, say when you are available

and ask someone to go with you.]
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Students are expected to submit composition assignments, typing exercises, and comprehension

quizzes after each class. It takes about an hour or two to do them.
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The maximum number of this course is 20. Students can take this class again after earning credits
or attend without registration, however, in case of too many applications, students who register for
the credits will be given priority to take this course and a draw will be hold to fill the remaining
seats.
