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This class is for the international students who had learned the beginning level of Japanese
language. Students will learn the basic skills of communication in Japanese language for everyday
life. Furthermore, Students will practice reading news written in simple Japanese, summarizing,

and giving his/her opinion in Japanese aiming at expanding the range of communication.
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- Can understand sentences and frequently used expressions related to areas of most immediate
relevance, such as very basic personal and family information, shopping, local geography, and
employment.

- Can describe in simple terms aspects of his/her background, immediate environment and

matters in areas of immediate need.
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Lesson 7 | will be a bit late because | got lost.
[Can-do: Can talk about and decide the time and place to meet,
Can read and write a message to tell to be late.]
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Lesson 8 Have you ever played baseball?
[Can-do: Can ask someone out to eat, go shopping, or go to an event
while asking about their experience and interest.
Can discuss what to do next while you are out with someone.
Can give your impressions about the event to the companion.]
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Lesson 9 Will you tell me how to read this?.
[Can-do: Can talk about your experience learning Japanese simply.
Can give your comments about learning Japanese.
Can ask someone for help when you have difficulty
with Japanese language]
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Lesson 10 I would like to take a Japanese-language class.
[Can-do: Can understand the place, date, time of the lessons on the announcement, and ask
questions about the course you are interested.]
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Lesson 11 I will bring meat and vegetables.
[Can-do: Can discuss who will bring which item for a party.
Can ask store staff about the ingredients and expiration dates of food.
Can read food labels to check if the food contains something you cannot eat.]
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Lesson 12 Your bento looks delicious.
[Can-do: Can give you comments when you see or eat food.
Can ask and answer questions about the taste and ingredients of dishes.
Can read and understand cooking instructions for making instant food.]
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Lesson 13 It will probably end in about ten minutes.
[Can-do: Can tell your supervisor what is going on when you have a problem at work.
Can briefly answer when asked about the status of work.
Can listen to and understand explanations and instructions on tasks at work.]
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Lesson 14 May | take a day off?
[Can-do: Can call your workplace to say that you will be late or take the day off.
Can ask for permission from a co-worker when leaving the area for a moment.
Can ask for permission in advance when you want to take a day off from work.]
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Lesson 15 | have a fever, and my throat is sore.
[Cam-do: Can explain in simple terms your symptoms at the hospital.
Can listen and understand the doctor at the hospital.
Can fill in the required information on a medical questionnaire at the hospital reception desk.
Can listen or read instructions about medicine and understand directions for use, precautions, and
dosage.]
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Lesson 16 | try not to eat too much.
[Can-do: Can tell or listen how you deal with sick feelings.
Can tell what you are mindful of to maintain your health.
Can look at the news or posters about an epidemic illness and understand the symptoms and
prevention methods..]
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Lesson 17 This is a personal amulet my older brother gave me.
[Can-do: Can exchange basic greetings when you visit someone’s.
Can give a simple explanation about a gift you give.
Can talk about your belongings, for example, where you bought is or who gave it to you.
Can write a simple email to thank someone.]
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Lesson 18 How about giving something as a gift?
[Can-do: Can say congratulations for a birthday, wedding, etc.
Can discuss what to give when selecting a gift for someone.
Can write messages of congratulations or goodbye on cards.]
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Review, Read news in Japanese
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Students are expected to submit composition assignments, typing exercises, and comprehension

quizzes after each class. It takes about an hour or two to do them.
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The maximum number of this course is 20. Students can take this class again after earning credits
or attend without registration, however, in case of too many applications, students who register for
the credits will be given priority to take this course and a draw will be hold to fill the remaining
seats.
