Applicants must have experience in this field in
an agriculture-related faculty and must be able to join current faculty in food science fields to
promote the globalization of education and research. Applicants must be able to
enthusiastically engage in the university’s new education and research activities.

2) Holder of a Ph. D. degree.

3) Those who are fluent in both Japanese and English.

5. Application materials

1) Curriculum vitae (a copy in the format specified on our website ' and saved on electronic
media, e.g., CD, USB flash device.)

2) Multidimensional performance evaluation material: submission of the designated format MS
Excel file available on our website !, filled out and stored on electronic media, together with up
to five original papers recorded in the Research Results section of the Excel file, stored on
electronic media. Regarding other performance results, requests may be made for their
submission at a later date during the selection process.

3) A summary of applicants’ research history and applicants’ perspective on education and
research in the related fields. They should be approximately 2,000 characters each, on
electronic media.

4) A letter of recommendation (one printed copy).

5) In addition to the person who wrote the letter of recommendation, indicate two or more
references’ name, affiliation, job title, E-mail address and phone number. E-mail will be our
primary means of contacting references, but if postal correspondence is referred, please also
include the reference’s mailing address.

6) In relation to 5), the referees will be notified that the applicant is applying for a faculty position
at our university. Therefore, please print and submit one copy of the consent form for the
provision of personal information.

1) Generally, faculty appointments will be made after a document screening process followed by
interviews, mock lectures (in Japanese), and research introductions (in English) for those who pass
the initial screening. The interviews may be held in person or online. Travel expenses for in-person
interviews will be borne by the applicant.

2) If a candidate is a government employee or a local public employee and is hired as an instructor
in our university, the retirement payments cannot be combined.

» Ifthe applicant is currently affiliated with a university, evaluation points will be given for academic
achievements (all) and any educational, social, and school administrative contributions made
between April 2022 and March 2025, which will be confirmed with supporting documents
(Examples: teaching syllabuses, a printed program of an open lecture, a letter of appointment as a
member of a council, etc.).

* Ifthe applicant is currently affiliated with an organization other than a university, evaluation points
will be given for academic achievements, which will be confirmed with supporting documents
(Examples: a written invitation to give a lecture, a written notice of research funds awarded, etc.)
